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Level 1- Unit 1
Delivery & Assessment
· Unit 1 has to be complete before Unit 2.

· Unit 1 is core so you can have mixed discipline candidates .

· Uses FUNdamentals to demonstrate the “how to skills”.

· Uses pre-prepared cards.

· Assessed through continuous assessment and self reflection.

· Must have one formal 15 minute assessment.

Level 1 – Unit 2
Delivery & Assessment
· Unit 2 has a practical aspect which is assessed. 

· Only Element 1 is assessed via a multiple choice exam - 20 questions of 60 minute duration.
· A candidate moving from one discipline to another and already holding a Level 1 only has to attend and pass Unit 2 in the other discipline.

(Teacher/Coach)
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Level 2 –Unit 1-3
Delivery & Assessment

· Unit 1-3 are core units.
· Unit 1 is assessed by a 60 minute written examination.
· Unit 2 & 3 are assessed by practical observation, oral questioning and/or written evidence.
· Tasks contained within the Level 2 Teacher/Coach Pack are very reflective and apply to the individual.
Level 2 – Unit 4 & 5 
Delivery & Assessment

· Unit 4 looks at Techniques. Assessment is via a 60 minute written examination.
· Unit 5 looks at training and is assessed by  practical observation, oral questioning and/or written evidence. 

Level 2 - Unit 6
Delivery and Assessment

· For Teaching - Assessment at Unit 6 can be either on-course or via work place assessment.
· If taken as individual units - Unit 6 can only be started after the successful completion of units 1 – 5.
· Candidates have to plan, deliver and evaluate a minimum of a six session scheme of work.
Work Place Assessment for Aquatic Teaching – Unit 6
· This follows the same format of Unit 6 assessment for Coaching.
· Assessment needs to take place within 12 months of passing Units 1 – 5. 

· Assessment will be through observation, oral questioning and/or written evidence.
· Assessment will be by an Expert Witness or ASA Assessor.
· Two assessments will be required.
· Assessment results will be signed off by the tutor of Unit 5.
